BASSETT TO DUKE IT OUT 
WITH WELLINGTON IN FA 
VASE SECOND ROUND 

Royal Wootton Bassett Town will travel to 
Somerset to take on Wellington in the Isuzu 
FA Vase second round. 

The tie is scheduled to take place on 
Saturday 12 November. 

The trip to Somerset is Bassett's reward for 
the eventful 5-3 first round victory away at 
Bridport and, on paper at least, is set to be a 
much trickier affair, with Wellington plying 
their trade at step five in the Western League 
Premier Division. 

And Bassett's historic record away at 
Western League sides in the FA Vase is not 
a pretty one. While there have been wins 
against Portishead Town (2021-22) and 
Devizes Town (2010-11), Bassett have more 
often than not come unstuck against such 
opponents, losing at Bridgwater Town (2020-
21), Odd Down (2013-14), Cadbury Heath 
(2010-11) and - back in 2004-05 - 
forthcoming opponents Wellington. 

That loss at Wellington was a heavy one too 
as the Tangerines romped to a 4-0 first 
qualifying round win. 

Bassett will be hopeful of a different outcome 
this time though as they aim to match last 
season's record-breaking run to the third 
round. 

While not having the best of starts so far in 
the league after a 14th place finish last 
season, Wellington recorded an impressive 2
-0 win at home against Barnstaple Town on 
Saturday as they, like Bassett, took their first 
steps in this year's Vase in the first round. 

They earned such an exemption after 
advancing to last season's third round, 
picking up an away win on penalties against 
Bishops Lydeard before seeing off Millbrook 
2-1 on their travels and beating Christchurch 
5-2 on home territory. 

That was Wellington's third appearance in 
the third round, having previously advanced 
to that stage in 2009-10 and 1990-91. 

This year's tie will interestingly be 

Wellington's first against Hellenic League 
opposition since the year in which they 
previously hosted Bassett; their 4-0 win was 
subsequently followed two rounds later with a 
2-1 loss against Chipping Norton Town. 

The Tangerines have faced Hellenic League 
opponents more recently in the FA Cup 
though, losing 3-0 at Fairford Town in the 
2011-12 extra preliminary round. 

With both sides eager to have a shot at 
history a round later, the second round clash 
between Bassett and Wellington promises to 
be an entertaining tie - and all at the club 
look forward to the forthcoming trip to 
Somerset 18 years after our inaugural visit..

Royal Wootton Bassett Town's winless run in 
the Hellenic League Premier Division 
extended to five games as they were beaten 
3-1 by Westfields on an afternoon of 
relentless, torrential rain at the Gerard 
Buxton Sports Ground. 

The result sees Bassett slip further into the 
midfield pack, though the team were certainly 
much improved from their midweek thumping 
at the hands of Roman Glass St George. 

In an open contest, Bassett - not only without 
manager Sam Collier who was attending the 
birth of his son Fred, but also leading 
appearance makers Dave Bampton and 
Adam Corcoran as well as midfield 
dangerman Tommy Ouldridge - performed 
well enough but ultimately succumbed to 
their visitors' potent attacking force. 

Bassett started excellently, taking the lead 
after just seven minutes. Patient build up saw 
the ball worked into Alan Griffin on the edge 
of the area and, taking advantage of some 
slack defending, he was able to work enough 
space to squeeze home the opening goal of 
the game. 

Westfields reacted immediately to going 
behind though and were on the front foot. 
Daniel Stoneman brought out a good save 
from Eddie Cavanagh before Josh Hunt went 
close. 

Eventually their equaliser arrived on 27 
minutes as Hunt found the net. The goal 
owed a lot to Matt MacDonald's firm but fair 
challenge inside Bassett territory. The loose 
ball then spurted forward and a pass played 

into Hunt, who controlled with his chest 
before confidently curling beyond Cavanagh. 

It was still anyone's game with Bassett 
probing forwards. But the best opportunities 
before the break fell the visitors way as 
Cavanagh denied Harrison Iddles and 
Richard Greaves narrowly missed the target. 

It then took Westfields all of two minutes to 
go ahead after the restart. After collecting the 
rebound from a shot of his that hit the post, 
MacDonald squared to Stoneman, whose 
clever low delivery was turned in. The visitors 
credited Iddles with the goal but it seemed as 
though an unfortunate Jon Beeden was 
actually the player to divert the ball into his 
own net. 

Bassett should perhaps have been on level 
terms soon after falling behind though. A 
clever backheel from Griffin opened up the 
right side of the visitors' defence and Joe 
Selman threaded a pass through to John 
Mills. However his attempted chip of an on 
rushing Ian Havard lacked the required 
height to beat the 'keeper. Griffin then saw a 
powerful rising drive from the edge of the 
area held by Havard. 

It was clear that there was at least another 
goal in the game. Westfields' Iddles placed 
wide from a prominent position before Joe 
Davies headed over and Hunt saw a half 
volley saved well by Cavanagh. 

Finally, with quarter of an hour to go, the 
visitors got their third to kill off the game. 

Stoneman broke forward down the right and 
squared to MacDonald whose powerful effort 
crashed off the bar and into the net off the 
back of a helpless Cavanagh.

Westfields Football Club 
commence the new 
2022/2023 season again in  
the UHL Hellenic Football 
League having played last 
season and finished 7th 
despite having great 
ambitions to finish in a 
promotion place. 

The 2 previous seasons were previously 
claimed null and void due to the coronavirus 
situation but in Westfields’ first season in the 
Hellenic League they were 13 points clear when 
it was curtailed due to the coronavirus when 
promotion to the Southern League looked on 
the cards. 

Last season was a slight disappointment, not 
only in finishing 7th in the league table but also 
FA Cup and FA Vase performances were 
disappointing and in the Herefordshire County 
Cup we lost to Hereford FC. 

However, we are now ready for the new season 
and Phil Glover our Manager has been busy 
with retaining a large group of players from the 
previous season and Phil himself will be 
assisted by Paul Willetts our Assistant Manager 
and Coach Tony James, and once again we are 
sure that the players and management will be 
anxious to gain a promotion place. 

During the last 56 years Westfields have 
enjoyed a meteoric rise throughout the West 
Midland league to the Midland Football League 
and along the way have finished runners up 
twice in the Midland Football League and 
narrowly missed out on promotion to the 
Southern league South and West having 
finished runners up to Gresley Rovers and 
Stratford Town in previous seasons. 

Westfields celebrated their 50th Anniversary 
season in the 2016/17 with an amazing giant 
killing run in the FA Cup which saw them go 
through to the first-round proper before losing to 
Curzon Ashton following a Match Of The Day 
game at Allpay Park in the first round proper, 
which also featured Westfields appearance on 
Football Focus and prior to that Chief Executive 
Andy Morris had appeared live on the FA Cup 
first round draw as a studio panel guest in 
Manchester.

I’ve written here before about the annual FA 
Cup-bashing that will start in January, 
frustration with the elite clubs who want to 
cancel all replays because of so-called fixture 
congestions as if it’s the solution and the bad 

wrap the competition, at times, receives.
