SOUTHAM UNITED

Southam United was founded in 1905 following
the amalgamation of two village teams.
Southam United or "Saints" as they are known
has a long and distinguished history. From
1947 to 1956 the club won most of the titles in
the then prestigious Coventry and North
Warwickshire League culminating in the
Coventry Evening Telegraph Cup.

Saints moved into the Midland Combination in
1980/81 and immediately won the Division 3
titte and completed the double by winning the
Vase Final with a 3-1 victory over Kingsbury
United. When the League was reorganised in
1983/84, United were invited into the Premier
Division but after struggling for several seasons
they were downgraded to Division 1 when it
was discovered that their pitch was now too
short owing to the construction of a bowling
green next to it. It took until 1995/96 for United
to get back into Premier Division football. In
1997/98 Saints enjoyed their most successful
season in the Midland Combination finishing as
Premier Division Runners Up and winning the
Birmingham County FA Vase with a convincing
3-0 victory over Shirley Town.

All time leading goalscorer (over 1,000 goals)
and record appearance holder is Bob Hancocks
who served the Club loyally in virtually every
capacity. In 2002 Bob and his wife Anne
received a presentation from the Club to mark
their over 50 years of loyal service to Southam
United and their contributions to the game were
finally recognised by the FA Long Service
Award in June 2012.

In 2001 the Club merged with Southam Town
FC, a progressive junior club formed in 1972
which, amongst other things, has pioneered
Ladies and Girls football in Warwickshire. Long-
term development plans have now been put
into place to strengthen the football base in
Southam both on and off the field.

The Club is an FA Charter Standard
Community Club. Currently, the Club's range of
junior teams runs from the Mini Soccer School
(boys and girls of 5 years upwards) being
introduced to the game in a fun and safe
environment through the junior age groups up
to the Under 16's with some 250 players
participating in coaching sessions and games
throughout the season. The club also maintains
a successful Wildcats and Girls section,

encouraging more girls into the game and
hoping to retain them for the future. This is with
a view to eventually growing our own Ladies
team.

Southam United are also fully committed to
supporting it's  volunteer coaches and
developing homegrown officials. All managers
and coaches are supported in following their
ambitions to complete FA coaching courses
and as of the 21/22 season, the club has
supported 3 of its former junior players to
undertake their referee qualifications. With
more to follow - subject to courses being
available.

First Team results from 1998 to 2004 were
largely disappointing. A sixth placed MidComb
Premier Division finish in 2004/05 augured well
for the future but could not be improved upon in
season 2005/06 thanks to inconsistent league
form. There was, however, some comparative
success in Cup competitions, including an
appearance in the first ever Cup Final at the
Ricoh Arena, when Saints finished as Runners
Up to Coundon Court in The Coventry Charity
Cup.

Cup success was achieved in 2008/09 as the
Club lifted the BCFA Midweek Floodlit
Challenge Cup with a convincing 3 - 1 victory
over Darlaston Town and again in 2010/11 with
victory in the Telegraph Challenge Cup Final at
The Ricoh Arena. Runners Up spot in the
Premier Division was achieved in 2011/12
when the team fell away with the finishing line
in sight.

In both 2012/13 and 2013/14 the Club were
runners up in the BCFA Midweek Floodlit Cup;
and in 2014/15 were beaten finalists in the Les
James Cup at Walsall's Banks's Stadium and
the Coventry Charity Cup at Coventry City's
Ricoh Arena.

Following a period of transition for the First
Team and an absence of several seasons, the
First Team successfully returned in 2018/19
playing in the Hellenic league Division 2 and
managed by Rich Kay. Since this time, and
despite the challenge of COVID, the team have
gone from strength to strength, gaining
promotion firstly to the Oxford Senior League
Premier and then to Hellenic League Division
1.

The game takes place at the Wiltshire FA’s
Green Lane Playing Fields, with kick off at
7.30pm.

Bassett's defeat last season followed a
thrilling, back-and-forth final which saw six
goals shared with Bradford Town. And there
was to be further drama in the shootout too,
with eighteen penalty kicks needed before a
winner was determined.

While similar excitement is hoped for this
time round, Bassett will be gunning for a
different outcome.

To lift the cup though, Bassett will have to
overcome a Melksham side who go into the
match as favourites. Indeed, Melksham
triumphed 2-0 when the teams met in the
Wiltshire League Cup last month.

But Bassett can take confidence from the
fact that they saw off Melksham in the
County Cup semi finals last season, winning

on penalties after another 3-3 draw.

Bassett's journey to a second consecutive
final has been an impressive one. Their run
began with a 1-0 second round win against
Devizes Town, courtesy of a Chris Head
goal before a 4-1 quarter final triumph
against FC Calne in which Head, Jonathan
Davis, Brady Lilley and Jeremy Newton
netted.

That set up a semi final tie against
Blunsdon, and a fine performance earned a
convincing 5-0 victory thanks to braces from
Lilley and Ben Gould and another strike from
leading scorer Head.

Save for their opening tie in the competition,
Bassett's run to the final has been rather
smooth.

In contrast, Melksham have been made to
sweat in all three of their games. After a 3-1
second round win over Westbury United,
Melksham edged out Cricklade Town 1-0
before triumphing 5-4 on penalties against
last year’s winners Bradford following a 1-1
draw.

It's set up to be another entertaining final —
here’s hoping this will be the year Bassett
get their hands on the cup.

Friday Night Horror Show

Royal Wootton Bassett Town's strong run of
form came to an emphatic end as Sam Collier's
side suffered a 4-0 drubbing at home against
Longlevens.

Facing opponents who started the day in 15th,
Bassett entered the Friday night fixture with
high hopes of earning a fifth straight league win
that would have taken the team up into sixth in
the table. However by the end of the match,
Bassett had suffered their biggest defeat of the
campaign so far after a second half showing in
which Longlevens tore the hosts apart.

Bassett had trailed 1-0 at the break, the game -
at least at that point - being finely poised after
an opening half in which the hosts had arguably
created the better of the chances with the
visitors taking the lead courtesy of an
outstanding Shaun O'Connor strike.

But Bassett collapsed after the restart,
conceding three further goals on what proved to
be a miserable night.

The early signs were nonetheless bright with
Bassett making a lively start. Indeed, the home
side were inches away from taking the lead on
the quarter hour mark when Bailey Gallagher
produced a trademark cut inside from the left
before crashing a shot from just outside the box
onto the bar.

Chances continued to come with Matt Jones
forcing a low parry from visiting 'keeper Kane
Winman and Matt Bennett sending a shot over
after being allowed to advance into a dangerous
position.

When Longlevens eventually opened the
scoring on thirty minutes, Bassett could
therefore have felt with some justification that
the goal came against the run of play.

But what a goal it was as visiting captain
O'Connor brought down an attempted clearance
and sent a beautiful thirty yard strike beyond a
helpless Matt Crowther.
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The same player then almost scored another
from distance before the break, but Crowther
was fortunately able to scramble the ball away
with Bassett - after going behind - now on the
ropes.

After the break, it was all Longlevens. The
visitors offered Bassett little, shutting Collier's
side down quickly and preventing them from
getting the ball moving. They were then incisive
and clinical when going forward.

Their lead was doubled less than minutes into
the second half.

Tommy Callinan should arguably have scored a
minute earlier after being quickest to react to a
Crowther spill.

But where he failed in finding the net, teammate
Shiyak Sutherland succeeded. Springing the
offside trap to race onto a a fine Lee Llewellyn
pass played across the Bassett defence, the
dangerous Sutherland fired beyond Crowther.

Sutherland almost grabbed another after
latching onto substitute Brad Martin's through
ball but was thwarted by Crowther.

But he would serve as creator for Longlevens'
third, breaking down the right wing before
crossing for Martin who made no mistake from
close range.

Three ultimately became four on 73 minutes
when Bassett failed to clear from a Fin Brown
free kick and James Barnett plucked the ball out
of the air before teeing up Jack Beardsell for a
simple finish.

Bassett then had the woodwork to thank for
preventing any further damage as Martin
missed out on his second and his team's fifth as
he steered a shot off the bar following a
Beardsell cutback.

The defeat - while heavy and the result of a
bleak performance - is itself not terminal for
Bassett's hopes of a top six finish. However, it
does make achieving such a feat that much
harder - especially with eight of the ten
remaining league fixtures coming away from
home.

Now is the time for Bassett to lick their wounds
though - and to make sure there is a reaction
next week away at Lydney Town.

The Non-League Paper
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THE BEAUTY of Non-League football — and
indeed this job at The NLP — is the vast array of
characters it brings together. Preston Edwards
has long become one of my favourite players to
interview.

From his England C debut against Portugal in
2011, to later captaining the Three Lions and
winning five promotions down the years, we've
talked about the lot over the last decade — even
his transition from the full-time game into
becoming a maths teacher. Edwards won the
Isthmian Premier play-offs with Cheshunt last
season to add to his successes with Dover,
Ebbsfleet (twice) and Dulwich Hamlet.

Non-League footballers may not command the
largest headlines — although Edwards was one
famously sent off after just ten seconds playing
for Ebbsfleet against Farnborough — but they
stand on a unique platform where they can
really make an impact.

Our most recent chat was hardly anything to do
with the ups and downs of the beautiful game.
Instead it was about Edwards’ determination to
raise awareness of autism. On April 23, he’s
running the London Marathon to raise money
for the National Autistic Society, a charity close
to his heart. Edwards’ four-year-old son Rios
has been diagnosed with autism and the
Ambers stopper wants to help improve people’s
understanding and perceptions.

“My son is autistic — the media portrays autism
that they are either really smart or they can’t
operate properly and people don’t really know
what autism means where they are kind of in
the middle,” Edwards tells The NLP.

“My son is not extremely bright and he doesn’t
have things like a speech delay.

“It's just that he struggles to understand some
things and socially he’s awkward. | want to
spread more awareness and create that
inclusive environment.

“There is nothing worse than seeing people left
out just for the way they are born rather than
the person they actually are.

“My son is obviously the best thing that’s ever
happened to me. | just want the best for him.”
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He continues: “People don’t understand the
challenges parents have to go through with an
autistic child. My son has to have a very set
routine every single day. If something is not in
his routine, it messes up his whole day.

“People don’t understand that change. It has
humbled me in a sense. I've had to adapt as a
parent. In my head when he was born | was
like, ‘Right, he’s going to be a footballer’.

“‘But you now realise that the most important
thing for myself and my wife is he is
independent in life. He’s able to do things
himself and be the best version for him.”

Edwards believes there are many
misconceptions around autism. Since Rios’
diagnoses, he has learnt as much as he can
about the lifelong developmental disability
which affects how people communicate and
interact with the world and even become autism
coordinator at the school where he is a maths
teacher.

And it's why he wants to raise money by taking
on one of the world’s greatest marathons.

“The National Autistic Society are the biggest
autism awareness group in the country,” he
says.

“They do lots of things, they come to my school
and make our children really aware of it. They
are very good with the students. It's trying to
place that in other educational groups and
adults as well, because adults are not really
aware.

“For example, if | go to a park, my son
sometimes doesn’t have the understanding
where the sense of danger is. They feel they
need to move their child away because he’s
dangerous. But he’s not. He’s just loud.

“Listen | understand. It’s your son or daughter.
But they’re not dangerous. They are human
beings.”
